
   Volunteering at ÉMMS 

 
To volunteer at EMMS, the steps listed below need to be completed. The Western School Division office 

is the best place to start, as they have all the necessary forms. Additional steps may be required for 

residents who are new to Canada.  

*If a volunteer has completed their checks the previous year, they just need to fill out a declaration. If it 

has been more than a year, the checks need to be re-done. A paper copy can be obtained from Division 

office. A digital copy can be found here.  

Document/Training Required Obtained By/From 

Criminal Record check and Vulnerable Sector check 
(needed for all volunteers) 

• Go to Division office and get a letter indicating 
you need the check for a volunteer position.  

• This letter means that fees will be waived.  

• Bring this letter to your local police.  

• Morden residents go to Morden Police Service, 
rural residents go to Morden RCMP 
detachment. 

• RCMP only accepts forms on Wednesdays 
 

Manitoba Child Abuse Registry check 
(needed for all volunteers) 

• Go to Division office 

• You will need 2 forms of ID 

• Complete forms 

• Division office will send them away
